ACTION ITEMS
Item Number 5.  Presentation of 2008-2009 fiscal year audit by William C. Spore CPA.

Mr. Spore recommended that the Town set up our quick books to resemble the budget categories. He also suggested that we enter our budget into QuickBooks instead of using excel. Mr. Spore offered to come out and teach the City Secretary how to use QuickBooks for budgeting.
Item Number 6.   Presentation by David Jackson, President of Texas Master Builders, LLC. 

David Jackson presented his idea of building retail space on 10 lots of Westover Ranch along FM156 to the city council.  He explained that the retail space would be metal buildings that are well insulated and covered in wood to look like an old western town.  He believes that this will attract people more than a regular strip mall would because it will be unusual and easy to promote and market.
Item Number 7.
Discussion and any action necessary to allocate funds to repair roads in Westover  

Ranch.
Mayor Tillman explained that the some roads in Westover Ranch are believed to have been damaged due to the unusual winter weather we have experience. He has been talking with the developer and they agreed to pay $30,000 towards repairs with the town bearing the burden of the remaining $12,500.

The Town Council approved $12,500 for road repairs in Westover Ranch.

Item Number 9.
Discussion on Ordinance No10-13 amending regulations on drilling and productions of gas wells within the Town of DISH.

Mayor Tillman believes that if the Town requires vapor recovery on every well site, we might be in 

for a fight. He wants them to not pollute our air but doesn’t want them to spend money that they 

don’t have to.  He proposed that we raise our permit fee’s to $10,000 and require pre and post 

emission testing on the well site.  If the post-emission levels are raised, then the Town should require 

vapor recovery equipment to be installed.

The Commissioners feels that we should keep the requirement of vapor recovery on all wells and raise 

the permitting fee to $10,000. 
Mayor Tillman would also like to add that the Town will pre-test and post-test the well site for 

emission levels.
