Item Number 5. Consideration and any action necessary to approve Ordinance No 10-04A, an Ordinance cancelling the May 9, 2009 election.

Approved by vote of Aye 2 Nay 0

Item Number 6.  Discussion and any action necessary to approve Ordinance No 10-05A, an Ordinance approving a Conditional Use Permit on certain property in the Town of DISH.

Mayor Tillman: this is a conditional use permit for Enterprise Texas Pipeline on a metering station.
Commissioner Sciscoe: would like to know if they have done anything about the request that were made from the council at the last meeting.

Enterprise Texas Pipeline: says that they have taken care of the request to satisfy the Caplingers.

Mr. Caplinger: says that he is satisfied that they have done all they can do at this time.

Commissioner Sciscoe:  would like to know if they will move the blow off valve like they said in the last meeting. He will also like the bottom of the fence to be graveled so no vermin can get into or out of this site, and he wants to see landscaping around the site as well. He asks if they have a liability bond.

Enterprise Texas Pipeline: they thought they should address this after approval is given from the council.

Mayor Tillman: informs Commissioner Sciscoe that all of there contractors are required to show proof of insurance or bonds.
Commissioner Sciscoe: asks if they have taken any measures to ensure the conduct of their contractors.

Enterprise Texas Pipeline: says they will be able to have more control over the construction site since it is a smaller job. Specifically in the Town of Dish they will provide an additional inspector to watch over the conduct of the workers.
Mayor Tillman:  recommends that they approve this because we can only get so much out of the company and if they fail to comply with our ordinance then they have to pay $2,000 per day fine.
Commissioner Sciscoe: Does not have a problem with the ordinance but he doesn’t want to vote on it because they have not answered all of the request that he asked for a month ago.

He wants the release valve moved out of the city limits and liability for the contractor’s actions.

Mayor Tillman: suggest that if Commissioner Sciscoe would like to have all the request meet before he approves the ordinance then they need to talk with the City attorney and table this Ordinance.

Commissioner Smith: believes that commissioner Sciscoe’s request should have been met or at least addressed.

Mayor Tillman: say’s that the biggest issue is the placement of the relief valve.

Enterprise Texas Pipeline: says that he can not confirm where the valve can be place until they speak with their engineer.

Commissioner Sciscoe: is not telling them they can no put the station here, he would just like to make this experience a better one than the last time.

He wants a relief valve out of the city limits, he needs an answer on the blow down valve and how much gas goes through there, and their contractors need liability bonds.
Mayor Tillman: will talk with the city attorney about theses request and he motions to table this item on the agenda till next month.

Commissioner Smith: seconds the motion
