Item Number 4.  Public Comment

ACTION ITEMS

Item Number 5.
Consideration and any action necessary to approve Ordinance No. 10-08A amending ordinance # 00-04, an ordinance regulating the zoning in the Town of Dish.
Item number 5 is shelved till the next council meeting because the city attorney is not finished revising it yet.
Item Number6. 
Consideration and any action necessary to approve Resolution No. 09-04 appointing one member to the board of managers of the Denco Area 911 District.

The council voted Olive Stephens as a member of the Board of Managers for the Denco Area 911 District.
Item Number7. 
Discussion and any action necessary to approve a bid on the flooring for Town Hall.
There were 2 stained concrete bids, 2 carpet, 1 laminate, and 1 vinyl flooring. 

Art Deco Con came out and answered some question that the council had about staining the concrete.  Commissioner Sciscoe wanted to know if this was a two step process as far as putting down a base coat and then stain. They said that the only time you put an overlay down is when the concrete is in bad shape and they will not be using one on this floor. They list several locations of the work they do and Dawn Melton said that she has heard that they do good work. Mayor Tillman asked how long they had been in business and they said 10 years.  Commissioner Sciscoe wanted to know if they could install baseboards and they said that they could. The council asks if they knew a price per linier foot on the base board and he said he could check and see.  Commissioner Sciscoe ask what the plan is going to be for moving the library and Dawn Melton said that she will start moving the books and when we get a date on when we will stain the floor, she will send out an email out requesting volunteers to help.  The council decides to stain the concrete and maybe appoint a committee to pick a color for the floor.  Dawn suggest that we have them stain several samples and have the citizens come by and give their thoughts to the council and then the council and town staff decide on a color. Commissioner Sciscoe has an issue with a deposit of 50% on one of the bids and asks Art Deco what their policy is. They say that residentially they ask for a deposit but for commercial projects they do not require it.  The committee would like for Amber Smith, Dalessa Vardell, and Dawn Melton to come up with a color scheme for the floor.  Mayor Tillman asked if both bids have a warranty and the only one that had a warranty on the bid was Art Deco.  
Commissioner Sciscoe moved to approve the Art Deco bid and Commissioner Smith seconded it.

Discussion and any action necessary to approve contracting with Mr. and Mrs. Pegg to oversee the flooring project.
This item was struck from the agenda.
Item Number9.  
Consideration and any action necessary to approve funds for one of the three Air Quality Studies.

Mayor Tillman has received an air quality study for Dish from a gas utility company and someone anonymously called him and told him that this was not the study that needed to be done to detect hazardous levels of natural gas and other omissions. He has been researching and found out that if these companies sites do not put out a certain level of pollution then they have a permit by rule and do not have to go through any testing. Mayor Tillman says that with the 5 compressor station sites they should be well over the limits.  Mayor Tillman got 3 proposals and he suggest that the council go with the bid from Wolf Eagle Environmental because they will come give a presentation on what they have found and explain the findings of her 24 hr study. Commissioner Sciscoe suggests that they have them come by on Wednesday when they are suppose to blow off one of the stations. 
All the citizens believe that this will be money well spent and everyone will know one way or the other if we are being polluted. The council limits the bid to $10,000 and will have her present her findings at the next meeting.
