Mayor Tillman explained that the Town has been looking at adopting Wind energy regulations and

we have been looking at several sample ordinances. He asked the council for their input on this item.

Commissioner Sciscoe felt that the ordinance of Wichita Falls best fits our city’s structure and is 

citizen friendly, it is encouraging yet still maintains protection for the city as far as liability.

Commissioner Smith agreed to this Ordinance as well.

Mayor Tillman proposed we take action on this ordinance at the next meeting.

Consideration and any action necessary to approve a moratorium on issuing natural 
gas drilling permits.

Ester McKelfish with the North Central Texas Community Alliance wanted to express their support 

for the moratorium. She feels it is important so more studies can be done during this time.

Mayor Tillman explained that with this moratorium the town hopes to accomplish the addition of environmentally friendly technology that will help cut down on emissions in this area.  He has spoke with Devon Energy and they seem supportive and will work with us, they can tell us when certain technologies can be used and when it can not and will be able to provide a helpful explanation.
Geri Pegg wanted to know if the compressor stations and odorizing station will be cut down during this moratorium.

Mayor Tillman said that he has asked them to shut down and they have refused.  He feels that the moratorium is just the start to get this area cleaned up.
