Public Comment

L.E. Clark: would like to wait until we talk about the water lines.

ACTION ITEMS

Item Number 4.  Presentation of the Town Audit for fiscal year 2008 by Bill Spore.

Bill Spore: Our total budgeted resources were $65,000 and our actual revenues were $142,000.

The Permits were $55,000 over budget due to building and drilling permits. The donations received for the library and Park was not included in the budget.
Our Expenses budgeted were $42,000 and we actually spent $63,000. Contract Labor went over mainly due to the grant not refunding the money until the year was over, the Legal Fee’s were much higher due to the number of drilling permits that were issued.

L.E. Clark: wanted to know what we budgeted for legal fees
Bill Spore: said 7,200 and the Town was over budget by $7,000. We were under budget on the election because it was canceled, the funds for the grant item was not in the budget, supplies and postage were $1,400 over budget but some grand items were included and will be on next years budget. Inspections were $7,000 over budget because there was more gas drilling permits issued.
Calvin Tillman: notifies Bill that the budget had been amended.

Bill Spore: says that he didn’t see that in out minutes anywhere. That is why he does this presentation incase there are any mistakes that need to be changed.

L.E. Clarks: asks if Bill is saying that everything is over budget.

Bill Spore: says that there has been an amendment to the budget and it changes all the figures.

L.E. Clark: wants to know how his audit will amount to anything if he didn’t know there was an amendment.

Mayor Tillman: lets L.E. know that it will all be straitened out.

Bill Spore: says that typically you would budget for donations and grant revenues in the income portion of your budget that way every thing will equal out.

Debt Service Fund- Originally budgeted property taxes to be $9,500 and collected $9,700.
Schedule of Property Taxes: our accessed values were $23,000,000 and our tax rate was .2298 and our tax levy was $54,000 and we collected 99.5% of our taxes.

Revenue of Expenditures- Total General Fund revenues were $142,000 and expenditures were $112,000 and our surplus was $30,000.

Debt Service Fund- had revenues of $9,700 and expenses of $16,000 and a deficit of $6,800.

Total Government Funds – excess of revenues totaling $23,000.

Total Assets are $291,000.00

Total Liabilities are $63,000

Net Assets are $227,000


Management Letter- Recommendations to the Town

1. Adopt a format for the budget that will match QuickBooks.

2. Recommends that we not keep more in the account than the FDIC will cover.
3. Make the Library and the Park account, interest bearing accounts.

4. The grant contract requires a fidelity bond with we do not have at this time.

5. The Budget worksheet doesn’t add up correct, do it in excel next year.

6. We need to set up the monthly loan payment again because when we paid the debt down they stop the drafts.

Item Number 5. Wendy Wharton with Devon will discuss the placement of temporary above ground water lines. 

Wendy Wharton: presents an alternative to burying the temporary waterlines. She show the council on a map where the lines will be crossing the roads and proposes to use an overhead structure that is 17ft in height and 35ft wide. There will be plenty of room for tractor trailers, horse and stock trailers or any other type of vehicles to fit through this. This structure will only be on Tim Donald Rd because they can run the water lines through existing culverts where they need to cross the road. Devon has also said they will use the same water operator for each job so they will be familiar with the route and the sensitivities of the town.
Mayor Tillman: wants to know if something changes and they can not use this structure that they will contact us.
Wendy Wharton: says they will absolutely contact us if there are any changes. She says that the structures will go up and come down as soon as the jobs are complete.

Mayor Tillman: suggest that the council strike number 6 due to the proposed arrangement Devon has come up with to cross the roads with their water lines.

L.E. Clark: would like to see the building finished with the money we have in surplus.

Mayor Tillman: tells him that we have budgeted a large amount of money to work towards the completion of Town Hall.
Wendy Wharton: would like to thank the council for working with them.
