Mrs. Pegg: tells the citizens that the Department of Emergency Services will be hosting training classes for all Denton County citizens. These classes will train people to respond to various types of disasters. The Classes are free of charge.

Item Number 4.  Presentation from Mayor Tillman.

Mayor Tillman: recognizes Dawn Melton for all the volunteer work she put into opening the library and presents her with a plaque from the Town.

Item Number 6.  Consideration and any action necessary to approve the instillation of one street light at the entrance of Clifton Terrace Rd in Westover Ranch.

Item Number 7.  Discussion and any and all action necessary to open an new account at Justin State Bank for a debit card.

Mayor Tillman: explains to the citizens that the Town needs a debit card to make purchases. The bank recommended to open a separate account and transfer funds into it as needed to make the purchase. This Account will be strictly used for debit card purchases.

Item Number 8. Discussion with Mrs. Pegg about road signs on Chisum Rd.

Mrs. Pegg: would like to have the street sign moved to the North side of instead of the South side because it has been hit many times. She would also like to see 2 dead end road signs mounted on each side of the road sign. She would also like to see 2 Children at Play signs posted because people speed down the road and there are children that play outside. 
The council agrees to a lot $500.00 to purchase road signs.

Item Number 10. Discussion and any and all action necessary to approve Ordinance No. 10-03A, an ordinance regulating the placement of temporary water lines used for refracture.

Wendy Wharton: says that burying the temporary water lines will cause more of a nuisance than anything because they will only be there for 3 days. She explains that burying the lines will bring in more traffic due to the extra construction. She would like to let the council know that the refracs only last 1 to 3 days and an initial frac last from 3 to 5 days. She would like to see a deadline attached in the ordinance giving them a timeframe to remove the lines instead of having to bury them.

Mayor Tillman: tells her that the biggest complaint from everyone is having to drive over the barriers.

Commissioner Sciscoe: explains that some people have vehicles that can not travel over the barriers. He alone has 3 that will not cross them. He believes that the barriers block the flow of traffic.
Ronnie, Land Man for Devon: he says that they have low profile ramps they can use or they can run the lines up and over the roads where it will not obstruct anything.

Commissioner Sciscoe: would like them to not cross the road at all, he says that they can run them through the existing culverts.

Dawn Melton: would like them to notify people when they run water through the pipes because it can let out a loud noise that has scared livestock out in the pasture.

Mayor Tillman: proposes that the council take a different approach to the ordinance.

Commissioner Sciscoe: would like to get assurance from Devon that they will not cross the road with the water lines and have the barriers in place.  

Wendy Wharton: can commit that Devon will do everything they can to go under the culverts and in situations where there are no culverts they will use a low profile crossing and will put signage up at the end of the road that says temporary water lines notifying the traffic they will reach a crossing of water lines. 

Commission Sciscoe: believes that the low profile crossings are not low enough or wide enough for his vehicles to safely cross.

Wendy Wharton: says the Devon respects the concerns of the council, but she can not commit tonight that there will be no water lines crossing the road until she reviews where the lines need to go.

Mr. Kaplinger: would like to know why they don’t dig up the road where the lines always need to cross and bury permanent pipes so they will never have to block the traffic.

Wendy Wharton: says that that is a possibility, and they will take time to look at the concerns. She says that they need time to look over everything and she would get back to the council with a plan of where all the lines need to run.
Commissioner Smith: says that they need to modify their transition from the road to the crossing on their low profile crossings because his car bottoms out every time. 

Wendy Wharton: would like more time to rework this and seek out the possibilities of putting no crossings in.

Commissioner Sciscoe: is willing to give them more time and asks them to keep an eye on the contractors to not upset the citizens of this community.

Mayor Tillman: proposes to shelve this Ordinance until something agreeable comes up or put a revised version on the next agenda.

Item Number 11. Consideration and any action necessary to approve the bid for a drop ceiling by Bestex Acoustical.
Commissioner Sciscoe: request that we get a drop down screen and a LCD projector prior to doing the roof and would like it on the next agenda.
