Dalessa Vardell explained that they will not warranty water damage. It may have been caused from condensation from the AC vents and she will have them look at that when they come to fix the ducts.

Commissioner Sciscoe believes that this is the most cost effective and maintenance friendly option that we have and everyone else agreed.

Commissioner Smith asked who would be moving the library for the flooring and that has not been considered yet.

Mrs. Pegg suggested to the council to get the whole process from start to finish down in writing.

Commissioner Sciscoe asks Mrs. Pegg if she would like to contract with the city to oversee the flooring project.

She would like for her husband to help and have Dalessa be involved in the overseeing as well.

Commissioner Sciscoe would like to make sure that this contractor is bonded or insured before we turn over that much money to them. He would also like to add an item for discussion and approval to contract with the Pegg’s to oversee the project.
