ACTION ITEMS
Item Number 5.
Wilma Subra will discuss the air quality in DISH and answer questions over the

health assessments.

Wilma Subra said that as we know there are 11 compressor stations operated by Atmos Energy

Chesapeake Energy, Enbridge, Crosstex, and Energy Transfer. She explained to the citizens what 
compressor sites can consist of and showed pictures of images taken with an infrared camera, from 

some distance away, that showed emissions coming from these compressor sites.
She went on to explain that these compressor sites are permitted by rule, which means that as soon as 

they apply they are permitted. The permit by rule allows them to release 25 tons per year of all the 
volatile chemicals combined, 25 tons per year of Sulfur Dioxide, 200 tons per year of Nitrogen Oxide, 
250 tons per year of Carbon Monoxide for one facility.   Wolf Eagles sampling in August 2009 was for 

volatile organics, hazardous air pollutants, nitrogen oxide and methane. Wolf Eagle found 15 volatile 

organic compound which were in excess of TCEQ long or short term effective screening levels.  She 

listed the chemicals and the amounts which they exceeded the levels.
She listed the side effects of the chemicals which Wolf Eagle found exceeded TCEQ’s 

Screening levels.

Wilma said that 61% of the health effects taken from the DISH Health Survey related 

to the side affects of the chemicals that exceeded TCEQ’s standards.

Chris Rella, Director of research and development at Picarro was asked to demonstrate and explaine 
their gas analysis equipment to the council and citizens, and show how they measure methane gas in 
the air in and around DISH.

 Wilma and Wolf Eagle started sampled with this new technology around DISH yesterday. They 

would drive through an area and if they got hits they would circle that area and see if they could 
identify the emission source.   They found high levels of methane gas on Strader Rd and said the source of the emission was the compressor sites but they could not identify which one. She said they also collected a canister to get analyzed along with the analysis of the Picarro equipment.  She notified the EPA and TCEQ on the results and asked them to help determine what operational activities were 

going on at the compressor sites during the time of the testing.
Alisa Rich with Wolf Eagle Environmental spoke about how this new technology gives a fabulous 

advantage in mapping out and identifying a source of emissions.  She talked about how they drove 

around Flower Mound measuring methane emissions and found very high levels on Flower Mound 
Rd.  They drove by this area may times and determined the point of origination was a well site within 
a 1 block area. 
Alisa Rich is optimistic that the EPA and TCEQ will look at this equipment and implement it because 
it is cost effective and easy to operate. Alisa Rich answered questions from the citizens and council of 
DISH.

Mayor Tillman wanted to publicly thank Wilma Subra for the time and effort she has spent on DISH. 

He also thanked Alisa and Chris for volunteering their time to come out and test.

Mayor Tillman gave a timeline of how long the Air Quality Investigations have been going on and the data collected during this time.

· August 27, 2008 we took our first samples.

· September 14, 2009 those results were released.

· November 3, 2009 the EPA took infrared video of the Compressor sites.

· December 13, 2009 Wolf Eagle Environmental took samples upon Mayor Tillman’s request.
· January 27, 2010 TCEQ release results of samples taken around the Barnett Shale/

· February 5, 2010 TCEQ took infrared video of the compressor sites. Mayor Tillman compared these to the video from November and found many of the same emission problems.  Mayor Tillman asked “what have they done.”  He said they have submitted numerous and frivolous public information request.  The Town of DISH  gave them everything they asked for within reason and they followed up with threatening letters to turn us in to the Attorney General and to file suit.   Mayor Tillman says they have cost the citizens of DISH thousands of dollars but they have not fixed the problem. 
 He wanted to thank the people who have reached out and donated to the Towns legal fund, and he hopes that the people intruding on our rights know he is not going away till this problem is fixed.
