The meeting being open to the public and notice of said meeting giving the date time and subject there of having been posted as required by VTCA Gov’t. Code Chapter 551.





PUBLIC HEARING

Meeting called to order by Mayor Tillman.

Item Number 4.

The council will hear public comment from interested persons related to the proposed zoning change from Agriculture to Conditional Use to install a Metering Station on a certain area of land within the George and Elsie Bennett property located generally on Tim Donald Rd totaling 34.97 acres. 
Mayor Tillman: announces that there way a typo on the agenda for the amount of land that was to be changed to conditional use. The area of land was to be 0.99 acres for the metering station.
L.E. Clark: would like to comment on another agenda item.

Mrs. Clark: says that all the other gas compressors and pipelines are ruining their property values and she has to put up with the noise and smells. She states that they are very much against the metering station going in.

Mr. Caplinger: he is opposed to it for the same reasons as Mrs. Clark. His property value has been affected, their working history with them has not been well and they have fulfilled their promises of correcting damages done to their property. 

The council members elected to speak after Enterprise makes their presentation of the site.

Enterprise Texas Pipeline: the site will roughly be 200ft X 200ft and it is set back 318ft from Tim Donald Rd and 382 ft from Tim Donald to the North. Once the site is constructed they will put a masonry fence around the whole site. 

L.E. Clark: would like to know how close they are from the end of his runway with the site.

Enterprise: is not sure of the distance

L.E. Clark: says that the noise from the sites already there sounds like a jet taking off and he would like to know how tall this site will be.
Enterprise: says that their will be an 8 ft masonry fence around the site but he doesn’t know how tall the station will be. He would have to check on that. He says that there will be no compressor on the site and the station shouldn’t make noise like one.
L.E. Clark: says that anything within 10,000ft of his runway has to be approved by the FAA.

Enterprise: says they will have someone check into that tomorrow.

Mrs. Clark: ask the representative if he would like to live next to this station.

Enterprise: says that when this site is up and running it will not make noise except when they load the gas and then it will make a little noise.

Don with Enterprise: says that when they get the first system running it will make noise, but they are going to lag it or insulate the pipe.

Mr. Cap linger: asks if this facility is going to have a leak valve.

Enterprise: says that it will not have a leak valve but will have a blow down valve but it will not be pressure actuated.  A blow down valve is a valve they open to blow the gas down the pipe.

Mr. Caplinger: would like to know how many hundred thousand cubic feet they will be blowing down in a day.

Enterprise: says it could be a couple hundred. 

Mr. Caplinger: is concerned that they might get blown up.

Mrs. Pegg: says that there is no longer a quality of life.

Mrs. Caplinger: would like to know since he understands their concerns, if he lives next to one of these sites.

Enterprise: he lives in Houston and they are around him. He says that most of them are well landscaped and you can hardly tell they are there.

Mr. Caplinger: ask Enterprise how much this site will depreciate his property.

Enterprise: he says that if this was the only one here yes it may, but since there are others it probably won’t.
Commissioner Sciscoe: would like to know if they would seal the bottom of the fence with gravel so that vermin will not get into the site.

Enterprise: yes, they will consider that.

Commissioner Sciscoe: wants to know what kind of landscaping will be around this site. He also thinks that landscaping will help with the sound as well.

Enterprise: says that they will have a landscaping plan.

Commissioner Sciscoe: would like for them to take care of any I.O.U.’s they have with the Caplingers.

Enterprise: will get some one over there this week to look at what needs to be fixed.

Commissioner Sciscoe: doesn’t think the blow down will work because of the limitation of our noise ordinance.  He doesn’t think this site can comply with the noise ordinance. He would like them to bring the Town a plan that shows they can comply with the noise ordinance. They need to supply the Town with a liability plan, a plan on how to Enterprise will keep their contractors from speeding down the roads.
Commissioner Smith: would like to know what kind of noise on a decibel scale will the valve emit.

Don with Enterprise: says that the blow down at this station will only be to blow down the meter tubes. He says they will bring in a silencer to reduce the noise. He can not but put an exact number on the level of noise but it would be comparable to 75 pda for about 3 to 4 minutes.
Commissioner Sciscoe: would like them to blow down somewhere else besides in the middle or DISH.

Don with Enterprise: would have to talk with engineering on that and see if it is possible. 

Commissioner Smith: would like to know how often the blow down will occur.

Don with Enterprise: says that it will only happen on rare occasions, maybe once every 3 years.

Mayor Tillman: notifies Enterprise that they can find a copy of the noise ordinance on the Town’s website. Would like them to take into consideration the citizens concerns and fears.
