Mayor Tillman: says that he would like to get some air quality studies and other test to see what we are breathing and drinking. If the citizens would like to pursue this he will get pricing and see what kind of testing is out there.
Commissioner Sciscoe: feels that these have become hazardous waste sites and he would like the city to buy a Geiger counter to measure radio active materials. He believes that the water use on these wells is radio active and would like to see how much is around in the area. He would like the community to band together and go forward with a study of the quality of environment in the Town of Dish.

Mayor Tillman: is going to have his water tested to see what the quality of their drinking water is. He will get a plan together and hopefully present it at the next meeting.
