Item Number 5.  Presentation by the Texas Department of State Health Services on the Exposure 

Investigation conducted in DISH.

Dr. Bradford, a toxicologist for the Department of State Health Services, conducted a presentation on 

the results of the blood, urine and water samples taken from DISH citizens. The conclusion of the 

report stated that  the volatile chemicals found in the blood and urine sample came from smoking 

cigarettes, household cleaners or work/hobby related activities not from gas emissions. She 
explained the methods used to reach their conclusion and took questions and concerns from the 
citizens and council.  Residents felt that the testing was unsatisfactory and asked if they would come 
back and test at a later date to see if the levels of toxins vary with the weather and wind direction.  
She said that if they could get funding they would conduct more test in the DISH area.
