NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF DISH, TEXAS:

One hundred percent (100%) of these costs (not covered by the application fee) plus a one hundred dollar ($100.00) administrative fee will  be charged to the applicant and must be paid before any final plats will be filed, or in the case of zoning changes, prior to the publication of the zoning change ordinance.

SECTION 3. 
BUILDING PERMITS

The Town Administrator or assigns shall collect fees prior to the issuance of a Building Permit or a Contractor Registration and in accordance with the following schedule of fees, such fees being for the purpose of providing proper inspections and Certificates of Occupancy for the protection of the health, safety, and welfare of the public. A Certificate of Occupancy shall not be issued by the Building Inspector until all required fees have been paid and final inspection has been satisfied. The Building Inspector is authorized to waive or reduce building permit fees in the event that repairs to a structure are necessary due to damage caused by a natural disaster or catastrophic event.

SECTION 5.

MOBILE HOME RELATED FEES

The City Secretary shall collect fees at the time a Mobile Home Application is received or a Mobile Home Park License or Renewal of License is applied for.

1.  Mobile Home Park License

The original license shall be pro-rated on the nearest quarter between date of the original license and January 1st. All renewal fees shall be due on January 1st of each year.  This fee is for the purpose of providing proper building, electrical and plumbing inspections and issuing a Certificate of Occupancy for the park in its entirety, including all permanent structures, and is set by the following schedules:

The City Secretary is authorized to refund part of the fee for a temporary mobile home permit which has been issued for a nine month renewal period, if the mobile home is removed from its site during the renewal period. The refund is to be figures on a monthly pro-rata basis.
SECTION 6.
 MUNICIPAL COURT FEES
The Municipal Court Judge for the Town of DISH has the authority to set, increase, decrease,

or waive Court Fees at his/her discretion and in accordance with the Laws of the State of Texas. The Municipal Court Clerk and/or his or her designated representative shall collect these specified fees at appropriate times and under the direction of the Municipal Court Judge. All applicable State Fees and/or Court Costs shall be added as set forth by the Laws of the State of Texas.

ARTICLE 2 
SECTION 1. 
WORK COMMENCING BEFORE PERMIT ISSUANCE
Any person who commences any work requiring a permit before obtaining the necessary permits shall be subject to pay one hundred percent (100%) of the usual permit fee in addition to the required permit fees.
SECTION 2. 
REFUNDING OR WAIVER OF FEES
A) REFUNDING OF FEES. The Building Official shall authorize the refunding of permit fees as

follows:

1. The full amount of any fee erroneously paid or collected hereunder.

2. Not more than eighty percent (80%) of the permit fee paid when no work has been done under a

permit issued in accordance with adopted building codes.

3. Not more than eighty percent (80%) of the plan review fee paid when an application for a permit for which a plan review fee has been paid is withdrawn or canceled before any plan review effort has been expended.

B) WAIVING OF FEES. The Building Official may waive or reduce the required permit fees for the demolition, repair or reconstruction of a structure damaged due to a catastrophic event.

SECTION 3.
 APPLICATION OF ORDINANCE

The provisions of this ordinance shall apply to all fees established herein and shall be levied by the

Town of DISH, Texas, immediately upon the effective date of this Ordinance. Separately adopted ordinances also address applicable fees for other permit requirements within the Town of DISH. This ordinance should not be construed to be all inclusive of required permits or fees within the Town of DISH.
SECTION 4. 
AMENDMENT OF FEE ORDINANCE

The individual fees are subject to change to reflect the Town's actual costs and as such, the fees herein may be changed by the Town Council at a Public Meeting through a simple majority vote at any regular or special called meeting.

SECTION 5.
REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES OR RESOLUTIONS

All previously adopted Ordinances or resolutions or parts of Ordinances or resolutions of the Town of DISH, Texas, pertaining to Town Fees which are not consistent with or in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.
SECTION 6.
 SEVERABILITY
It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Town Council that the phrases, clauses, sentences,

paragraphs, and sections of this ordinance are severable, and if any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this ordinance shall be declared unconstitutional by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs, and sections of this ordinance, since the same would have been enacted by the town council without the incorporation in this ordinance of any such unconstitutional phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section.

SECTION 7.
 SAVINGS CLAUSE
All rights and remedies of the Town of DISH are expressly saved as to any and all violations of the provisions of any other ordinances affecting Fee Schedules for the Town.

SECTION 8.
 ENGROSSMENT AND ENROLLMENT
The Town Secretary of the Town of DISH is hereby directed to engross and enroll this ordinance by copying the caption, publication clause and effective date clause in the minutes of the Town Council and by filing the ordinance in the ordinance records of the Town.

SECTION 9. 
PUBLICATION CLAUSE
The Town Secretary of the Town of DISH is hereby directed to publish in the official newspaper of the Town of DISH, the caption and effective date clause of this ordinance for two (2) days.

SECTION 10. 
EFFECTIVE DATE
    This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication hereof.
